Sub: Alcohol consumption and drug possession cases reported
in Anushaktinagar- reg.
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A few incidents have been brought to the notice of this Dnrectorate wherein young
children, particularly teenagers, have been found in possession of drugs and alcohol
within the Anushaktinagar colony. Drug and alcohol abuse is indeed a growing societal
concern and have widespread harmful effects that impact physical health, mental
stability, and social well-being. Reports indicate that some youth are involved in drug
and alcohol consumption in groups and indulging in risky behaviours such as drunk
“driving, especially during late night hours.
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llegal activities within the residential premises may lead to the cancellation of
allotment and eviction from the government accommodation, besides legal prosecution.
As per Rule VII(d) of Allotment of Government Residences (Department of Atomic
Energy) Rules 1982, the allotment shall be liable to be cancelled if any allottee, their




family members or any person residing with the allottee is found indulging in antisocial
activities affecting the peace and even tenor of life in the township. Furthermore, if an
employee is found involved in such activities, they shall be liable for disciplinary action
under the CCS (Conduct) Rules, 1964.
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In order to prevent the involvement of children and youth in such activities,
residents of Anushaktinagar are advised to closely monitor their activities. Parents and
guardians should educate them about the harmful effects of drug and alcohol abuse, as
well as the legal consequences. All residents are requested to remain vigilant and report
any suspicious activities or unusual presence of individuals, including outsiders,
particularly during odd hours, to Anushaktinagar Security.
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
