Sub: Ban on single-use Plastic.
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' Reference is invited to this Directorate’s circular dated 06.07.2021,
22.06.2023, 29.09.2023 and 16.01.2025 on the captioned subject requesting all
residents/shopkeepers/vendors in Anushaktinagar to refrain from the practice of using

single-use plastic bags and to follow the restrictions imposed by the Government of
Maharashtra in this regard.
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In the recent past, Department of Atomic Energy has endorsed consolidated
guidelines for Swachhta Pakhwada 2026 issued by Cabinet Secretary, Government of

India wherein it has been stressed to create awareness among citizens regarding
curbing Single-Use Plastic.
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Shopkeepers are vital in the fight against single-use plastic as they control the
final point of distribution. By implementing small and practical changes like replacing
plastic bags with paper, fabric, or jute bags they can significantly reduce the volume of
plastic waste. Accordingly, all the shopkeepers/vendors are once again directed to follow
the instructions already issued vide this Directorate’s circular dated 16.01.2025 and stop
distributing single-use plastic bags to their customers with immediate effect.
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Single-use plastics (SUPs) have become one of the most critical environmental
challenges, contributing to the growing issue of plastic pollution that affects ecosystems,
wildlife, and public health. Being responsible citizens, residents of Anushaktinagar can

play a crucial role in combating this issue by opting for reusable alternatives and refusing
single-use plastic bags provided by shopkeepers, vendors, restaurants etc.
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Co-operation, necessary action and immediate remedial measures from the
residents/shopkeepers of Anushaktinagar will be highly solicited.
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This issues with the approval of the Competent Authority in this Directorate.
