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Subject:  Removal of personal belongings from common areas and
passages of departmental buildings — reg.
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It has been brought to the notice of this Directorate that some residents of
Anushaktinagar are placing their personal belongings such as shoe racks, bicycles, plant
pots, etc. in the common passages of the departmental buildings including fire hydrant
ducts and service ducts. Blocking fire hydrant ducts and service ducts is a severe fire

safety violation and can have serious consequences as they are crucial for fire safety and
can cause hindrance during emergency situations.
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In this regard, circulars have already been issued by this Directorate advising the
residents to refrain from keeping any of their personal belongings in and around the
corridors, staircases, landings, electrical service boxes, common passages, terrace area,
lift lobbies, fire hydrant ducts, service ducts and other common areas of the buildings.
Certain residents associations have themselves taken the initiative of intimating the
residents to remove their personal items from such areas, but it is reported that the
residents fail to cooperate and also express aggressive behaviour towards the members of
the association.
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As per Rule XV (a) of Allotment of Government Residences (Department of Atomic
Energy) Bombay Rules 1982, the official to whom a residence has been allotted shall
maintain the residence and premises in a clean condition to the satisfaction of the
Directorate of Estate Management. As per Rule XV (d) of Allotment of Government
Residences (Department of Atomic Energy) Bombay Rules 1982, no article shall be kept
on the staircase, landings and common passages, service shafts and terraces, and around
the buildings. Any act on the part of the allottee contrary to the provisions of this Rule shall
be dealt with as deemed fit by the Directorate of Estate Management at the risk and cost of
the allottee and the allotment is also liable to be cancelled.
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Henceforth, if any residents are found keeping their personal belongings at the
common areas of the departmental buildings, then such items will be treated as scrap and
disposed of by Engineer In-Charge of the concerned Maintenance Unit without any
intimation to the allottee. No representations/complaints in this regard will be entertained

by this Directorate at any cost. In addition, action as deemed fit will be initiated against the
allottee for violation of Allotment Rules.
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In view of the above, all the allottees/residents of Anushaktinagar are directed to

remove their personal belongings from the common areas of the building premises,
immediately.
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This issues with the approval of Competent Authority in this Directorate.
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Allottees of Anushaktinagar/other DAE colonies in Mumbai — Through respective
maintenance units and also for display/wide publicity.
